"Corona" - how we survived in Slovakia...

At our home, in Nitra, we first dealt with the coronavirus at the beginning of February, when my daughter went on a
school trip to London, the children sent us a selfie from the airport in face masks.

On March 13, all schools and educational facilities were closed. So what did that mean for us as parents? The children
suddenly returned home, and we had no idea what would happen next. We who had older children were lucky enough to
be able to leave them alone at home, but the others had to either seek supervision or stay at home themselves, which
meant a significantly lower income in some families. Pupils and students received assignments online, and teachers had
to overcome the struggles of working with computers and the Internet. All public events and assemblies were canceled
immediately. At home, we started sewing face masks from old bed linen. The masks became a part of our everyday
outfits and for many, a new fashion accessory. Many people stopped working to limit contact with others. Groceries and
drug stores were the only shops open, with specific hours reserved only for the eldery.



Doctors canceled all routine check-ups and urged anyone who could work at their home office to do so. Some companies
were partially closed, and others completely. The government also began to provide financial assistance to employers to
maintain existing jobs, but even so, having a job has ceased to be a certainty as it was before the pandemic.

During Easter we were banned from traveling between districts, forced to limit any holiday visits to relatives only. Anyone
who has visited Slovakia at least once knows that Easter is one of the biggest holidays of the year for Slovaks. Highschool

graduates got to skip their oral exams, which pleased many of them. Scores on the graduation certificates were replaced

with their average grades over the previous four years. Entry exams for high schools were also canceled, and grades from
individual years were also used to determine admission.

It is the beginning of June and we still are in a state of emergency. We are patiently waiting for the gradual easing of
measures and hope that the economy will quickly recover from the shock it has suffered in recent months. You may find
the restrictions we have imposed strict or unnecessary, but they have helped us overcome a pandemic with low numbers
of infected people and loss of life. Discipline and respect for ordered measures are essential points in managing a
pandemic.

The borders are gradually opening and we can now travel to surrounding countries.
